Council Directive 89/391/EEC (EU OSH Framework Directive)

 Article 7 Protective and preventive service

“5. In all cases:

- The workers designated must have the necessary capabilities and 
the necessary means.

- The external service or persons consulted must have the necessary 
aptitudes and the necessary personal and professional means,…”

 Article 30 Protection and Prevention of occupational

RSP- (National) Regulations for prevention service  (1997)- 
(Started purpose)

“In connection with the necessary capacities and 
abilities for conducting the preventive activity, this 
regulation separates the necessary adaptation into 
required training and the functions to be carried out, 
establishing the necessary minimum training for 
performing the functions specific to preventive 
activities, which are broken down into three levels: 
basic, intermediate and higher”

OSH LEGISLATION AND STANDARDS ON TRAINING 
AND EDUCATION

Functions and Qualification Levels (NR-1997)- Articles 34-37

“In order to establish the necessary capacities and abilities for assessing risks and 
conducting the preventive action, the functions to be performed will be classified into the 
following groups:

Basic level functions  (ART. 35) 

Intermediate level functions (ART.36)

Higher level functions, corresponding to the preventive specialities and disciplines 
of industrial medicine, health and safety at work and applied ergonomics and 
psychosociology (ART. 37)

The functions described in the following articles will act as a guideline for the various 
training projects and programmes developed for each level.

These projects and programmes must conform to the general criteria and minimum 
training content established for each level in Annexes III to VI.”

MINIMUM TRAINING CONTENTS AND DURATION

Basic functions level Annex IV  (30 o 50 h.)

Higher functions level Annex VI  (600 h.)

Higher level functions and  qualifications (Art. 37 and Annex VI)

In order to perform the higher level functions, it will be necessary 

- to be in possession of a university qualification AND 

- to have had minimum training with the content specified in the 
programme referred to in Annex VI and with a duration of not less than 
600 hours and a distribution of the timetable that is adequate to each 
training project, respecting that established in the aforementioned 
Annex.

OSH LEGISLATION AND STANDARDS ON 
TRAINING AND EDUCATION

Higher level training programme (Annex VI RSP)

The higher level training programme consists of three parts: 

- Obligatory and common subjects, with a minimum of 350 hours of 
classes

- Optional specialization, to be selected from amongst the following 
options: Safety at Work, Industrial Health, Applied Ergonomics and 
Psychosociology. Each option will have a minimum duration of 100 hours.

- Preparation of an end-of-course project or performance of preventive 
activities in a work centre (work placements), in accordance with the 
specialization selected, with a minimum duration equivalent to 150 hours

What is a POP?

 The Official Postgraduate Programme is a 
programme which, following the European Space of 
Higher Education (ESHE), allows graduates to 
achieve a Master or a PhD Degree

What are the official master´s degrees?

 Official master's degrees will commence at the start of 
the 2006/07 academic year.

 The fees for these courses will be subsidised by the 
government, since they will no longer be private. 

 The courses will be adapted to the new European
